® Policy does not apply to:

— Book chapters, editorials, reviews, conference

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Final Policy

B At the time of submission, author specifies
the timing of the posting for public
accessibility.

B NITH strongly encourages authors to post for
public accessibility as soon as possible (and
within twelve months of the publisher’s official
date of final publication). NIH expects that
only in limited cases will authors deem it
necessary to select the longest delay period.
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Policy Supports All Publishing Models

® NIH supports the current publishing process by
providing direct costs to its funded investigators for
publication costs.

® The Policy creates a stable archive of peer-reviewed,
research publications financed with NIH funds.

B The Policy is compatible with any publishing model
that authors and journals choose to employ.
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Copyright Issues

B The NIH policy explicitly recognizes and upholds the
principles of copyright.

B Authors/journals can continue to assert copyright in
NIH-funded scientific publications, in accordance
with current practice.

B NIH encourages authors and institutions to sign
agreements that specifically allow the manuscripts
to be deposited with NIH for public posting on PMC
as soon as possible aftter journal publication.
